YORKSHIRE DALES – June 2012
Saturday morning
Meet at 9am at the Devonshire Hotel, Grassington www.thedevonshirehotel.co.uk for a cup of coffee before setting off on our walk at 9:30am to arrive at Kettlewell at around 6pm. This walk is 14 miles and takes in Conistone, Kilnsey, Arncliffe, Littondale and Firth Fell.

Saturday morning
We will meet at 9:30am at Tweedies Bar (Dale Lodge Hotel) for a cup of coffee before setting off on our walk at 10am. We will take in a classic Lakeland mountain walk, such as the Fairfield Horseshoe (weather permitting), and will finish at Ambleside at around 5pm for a post-walk drink at the Golden Rule pub. It is then a short bus journey back to Grasmere. This walk will be in the region of 10 miles will take in the summit of Fairfield (873 metres) as well as the broad mountain ridges along the Fairfield Horseshoe.

Other accommodation
 In addition to Dale Lodge Hotel, there are dozens of hotels, pubs and B&Bs to choose from at Grasmere, as well as a Youth Hostel (Burtharlyp Howe) and an independent Hostel (Thorney How). The nearest campsite is over the hill at Chapel Stile in Great Langdale.
